Educational Program

Teaching about Religion

The school district is required to keep the practice of religious ritual, invocation, or indoctrination out of the school curriculum.  The board does recognize the role religion has played in the history of the world and authorizes the study of religious history, precepts, and traditions as part of the curriculum.  Such study should not give preferential nor derogatory treatment to any single religion.

In teaching about religion, these requirements shall be followed:


1.
the proposed activity must have a secular purpose;


2.
the primary object of the activity must not be one that advances 



or inhibits religion; and,


3.
the activity must not foster excessive governmental 
entanglement 



with religion.
