Educational Program

Post-Secondary Enrollment Options Program

Davis County juniors and seniors will have the opportunity to take post-secondary courses.  A ninth or tenth grade student who is identified as a gifted and talented student according to the school district’s criteria and procedures may participate under this act.  Any approved two or four year post-secondary institution in Iowa would qualify for this program.  It is anticipated, because of location, that interested Davis County students would take classes at Indian Hills Community College although they would not necessarily be limited to that institution.

Any student wishing to participate in the post-secondary enrollment program must qualify as follows:


1.
Each junior must have successfully completed two years of English, 



science, and mathematics with an average grade point of 2.5 or higher 



in those subjects.


2.
Each senior must have successfully completed three years of English, 



science, and mathematics with an average grade point of 2.5 or higher in 



those subjects.


Or


3.
Scored at the 50th percentile (Iowa norms) or higher on the Iowa Tests of 



Educational Development.


4.
Scored a 20 or above on the American College Testing (ACT).

          Or


5.
Scored at the 50th percentile or above on the Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude 


Test (PSAT).

In addition the following regulations apply:


1.
A student must be enrolled in a minimum of four regular classes plus 



physical education if enrolled in two or more post-secondary courses.


2.
A student must be enrolled in a minimum of five regular classes plus physical 


education if enrolled for only one post-secondary course.


3.
Courses cannot be taken if a comparable course is offered by the Davis County 


Community School District.


4.
Courses taken must be nonsectarian.


5.
Only arts and science courses which are credit-bearing and lead to an 



educational degree may be taken.


6.
A student may not audit a course.


7.
This program is not eligible for summer courses.


8.
It shall be the parent or guardian’s responsibility to provide transportation to 



and from the post-secondary institution for the student.


9.
Priority may be given by the institution to post-secondary students before 



enrolling 11th and 12th grade students in courses.  However, once an 11th 



and 12th grade student has enrolled in a post-secondary course, the student 


cannot be displaced by another student for the duration of the course.


10.
Any student not attaining a “C” or better in a post-secondary course or who 



drops a course before completion shall be ineligible to participate in the 



program the following “regular” semester.


11.
Any student who drops a post-secondary course prior to completion shall be 


assigned a class and/or activity to fill that time void during the regular academic 
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day for the remainder of the semester.  The credit to be earned, if any, shall



be determined at the time of schedule modification.


12.
Parents and students must be aware that the dropping and/or failing of a 



post-secondary course may affect the graduation status of the participating 



Davis County High School student.


13.
Poor attendance or improper social behavior relative to this program may result 



in the student becoming ineligible for the current as well as future semesters.


14.
Counseling will be available to students not only at this Jr./Sr. High School but 


also at the college.


15.
Hours earned by a student shall count for both high school and college credit.


16.
Post-secondary credits earned by a student shall count toward their grade point 


average as well as their class rank.


17.
All charges for tuition, textbooks, regular fees, and certain materials shall be 



paid for by the district.
