School Food Program

The school district will operate a school lunch program in each attendance center.  The school food program services will include hot lunches, through participation in the National School Lunch Program, and supplementary foods for students during the school day.  Students may bring their lunches from home and purchase beverages and incidental items.  The District will also operate a breakfast program in the elementary and middle schools. 

The school food program will meet the requirements for participation in state and federal programs and will comply with the regulations pertaining to health, sanitation, and service of foods.  

The school food program is operated on a no profit basis.  The revenues of the school food program will be used only for paying regular operating costs.  Supplies of the school food program, including those provided by the United States Department of Agriculture, shall only be used for the food program.

The board will set, and periodically review, the prices for school lunches, breakfast, and milk.  It shall be the responsibility of the superintendent to make a recommendation regarding the prices of school lunch and milk.

It shall be the responsibility of the food service supervisor to administer the program and to cooperate with building principals for the proper functioning of the food program.

It shall be the responsibility of the building principal to maintain proper student discipline.
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
